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Article I.
Name of Organization

The name of the organization shall be The University of Texas Longhorn Band Student Association, hereafter referred to as LHBSA.

Article II.
Statement of Purpose

The purpose of this non-profit organization shall be to encourage academic achievement, musical excellence, and social activity among the membership. The executive council of LHBSA, defined in Article IV, will act as liaison between LHBSA members and the directors of the University of Texas Longhorn Band.

Article III.
Membership

Section 1.
Membership shall be open to students of The University of Texas at Austin Longhorn Band, regardless of race, national origin, creed, political affiliation, sex, sexual orientation, religion, age, handicap, or veteran’s status.

Section 2.
Membership shall be open to any University of Texas at Austin student currently enrolled in both the Longhorn Band and The University of Texas at Austin, or anyone in concurrence with the membership requirements stipulated in the Bylaws of The University of Texas at Austin Longhorn Band Student Association.

Article IV.
Executive Council


Section 1.
Officers
The elected officials of this organization shall consist of a President, a Social Vice President, a Recreational Sports Vice President, a Treasurer, a Historian, a Secretary, and the two New Man Advisors. The appointed officer is the Parliamentarian and is chosen by the President.


Section 2.
Ex Officio Officers



The Ex-Officio members of the Executive Council shall consist of the Drum Major, the two New Man Representatives, and the Presidents of Kappa Kappa Psi and Tau Beta Sigma.

Article V.
Meetings


Section 1.
Regular Meetings



Regular meetings of the LHBSA Executive Council, hereafter referred to as the Council, shall be held as often as necessary at the Council’s discretion.


Section 2.
General Association Meetings

A. In matters deemed necessary by the Council, the membership of LHBSA may be called to a General Association Meeting. Notice must be given at least two weeks in advance of the scheduled date of the meeting.

B. A General Association Meeting may be called by the President and two Council members or by thirty voting members of LHBSA by petition as set forth in the Bylaws of The University of Texas Longhorn Band Student Association.

Article VI.
Amendment



Section 1.
Constitution

Any amendment to the Constitution of LHBSA must be approved by two-thirds of the voting members assembled in a General Association Meeting in accordance with this document and the Bylaws of The University of Texas Longhorn Band Student Association.



Section 2.
Bylaws


Any amendment to the Bylaws of LHBSA must be approved by two-thirds of the voting members assembled in a General Association Meeting in accordance with this document and the Bylaws of The University of Texas Longhorn Band Student Association.


Article VII.          Authority

                              Section 1.           Parliamentary Authority

The rules contained in the current edition of Robert’s Rules of Order, Newly Revised, shall govern LHBSA in all matters in which they are applicable and in which they are not in conflict with the Constitution of The University of Texas Longhorn Band Student Association, the Bylaws of The University of Texas Longhorn Band Student Association, or any standing rules of LHBSA.

                             Section 2.           Judicial Authority


In any case where controversy arises in the interpretation of this Constitution or the Bylaws of The University of Texas Longhorn Band Student Association, the faculty advisor of LHBSA shall arbitrate. Any further dispute shall be settled by the Dean of Students of The University of Texas at Austin. Any decisions made by the Dean shall be final and binding on all parties concerned. 

Article VIII.       Ratification

                             Upon ratification, this document shall supersede any document written before the date of ratification. All rules and regulations, whether written or implied, in use at the date of ratification, shall be null and void.
